Publikacia Slovenské zberatelské a pamdtné euromince 2018 - 2022 je pokracovanim
publikacie, v ktorej boli zosumarizované zberatelské a pamdtné euromince vydané
Narodnou bankou Slovenska v rokoch 2009 az 2017. Predstavujeme v nej 33 zbe-
ratelskych eurominci z drahych kovov (zlato, striebro) a Styri zberatelské euromince
z oby¢ajnych kovov (mosadz) z nového tematického cyklu ,Fauna a fléra na Slovensku®.
Vsetky zberatelské euromince st zdkonnym platidlom len na izemi Slovenskej repub-
liky. Publikécia obsahuje aj informacie o Siestich pamatnych dvojeurovych minciach
vydanych v rokoch 2018 az 2022 Narodnou bankou Slovenska, ktoré st zakonnym pla-
tidlom vo vSetkych krajinach eurozoény.

V roku 2021 roz$irila Narodnd banka Slovenska svoju emisnt ¢innost o novu ediciu
zberatelskych eurominci vyrazenych z obycajnych kovov. Dovtedy sa z obycajnych
kovov emitovali len pamdtné dvojeurové mince, ktoré sa od beZnych dvojeurovych
minci odlisuji pamatnym motivom na narodnej strane. Nominalna hodnota eurominci
z novej edicie je 5 eur a kazda eurominca je zakonnym platidlom len na 1zemi Slovens-
kej republiky. Narodna banka Slovenska dlhodobo podporuje aktivity zamerané na
ochranu prirody. Vydavanim zberatelskych eurominci z cyklu ,Fauna a fléra na Sloven-
sku” sa snazi upriamit pozornost na rozmanité a jedine¢né druhy Zivocichov zijucich
na Slovensku a na ich Zivotné prostredie, ktoré je ohrozované neustalym znecistovanim
a necitlivymi zasahmi ¢loveka. Kazdy rok tak Sirokej verejnosti vydanim dvoch pat-
eurovych zberatelskych minci priblizi vZdy dva konkrétne ohrozené druhy zvierat.
Novym cyklom zberatelskych eurominci chce Narodna banka Slovenska oslovit nielen
numizmatikov a zberatelov, ale v neposlednom rade aj $irokt verejnost vratane deti.
Vzhladom na vysoky néklad, v ktorom sa tieto euromince vydavajui do obehu, a nizku
emisnd hodnotu vo vyske nominalnej hodnoty 5 eur, st dostupné kazdému, kto o ne
prejavi zaujem.

Pri prilezitosti 25. vyrocia vzniku Slovenskej republiky vydala Narodna banka Sloven-
ska po prvykrat zberatelskii euromincu v nominalnej hodnote 25 eur. Jedine¢nou ju
robi nielen nominalna hodnota, ale aj skuto¢nost, Ze je razena z rydzeho striebra a jej
hmotnost je jedna tréjska unca.

Kazda minca je vysledkom zloZitého vyrobného procesu, na ktorom sa podielaju
odbornici z r6znych profesii. Najskor st vybrané najvhodnejsie namety, pricom sa do
uvahy bert navrhy z najvyznamnejsich instittcii Slovenskej republiky z oblasti vedy,
kultiry a skolstva, ale i navrhy od jednotlivcov. Tieto ndmety posudzuje odborna komi-
sia ako poradny organ Narodnej banky Slovenska, ktora je zloZena z respektovanych
odbornikov z viacerych Gistavov Slovenskej akadémie vied, mtzei, univerzit a Narodnej
banky Slovenska.

Na vytvarné navrhy eurominci nasledne Narodna banka Slovenska vyhlasuje verejné
anonymné sutaze. Prijaté navrhy posudzuje odborna komisia zloZena z medailérov,
odbornika z oblasti heraldiky, ako aj zastupcov Mincovne Kremnica a Narodnej banky
Slovenska. Komisia pri posudzovani navrhov spolupracuje aj s odbornymi poradcami
na prislu$ni tematiku. Hodnoti umeleckt a obsahovi troven sttaznych navrhov a naj-
lep$i z nich potom odporuéi Bankovej rade Narodnej banky Slovenska na realizaciu,
ktora nasledne rozhodne o kone¢nom vybere ndmetu, ktory sa zrealizuje.

Vytvarné navrhy zberatelskych a pamdtnych eurominci, ktoré Vam predstavuje
tato publikacia, vytvorilo patnést autorov v spolupraci s Mincoviiou Kremnica. Ich
zasluhou, ako aj zasluhou vytvarnikov z ateliéru mincovne, rytcov a mnohych dalsich
odbornikov, mohli vznikntt tieto vynimocéné mince, ktoré st svojou kvalitou dlhodobo
vysoko hodnotené doma i v zahranici.

Slovak Collector
and Commemorative Euro Coins

This booklet, Slovak Collector and Commemorative Euro Coins 2018 - 2022, follows
a previous booklet that presented all the collector and commemorative euro coins
issued by Narodna banka Slovenska, Slovakia’s central bank, in the period from 2009 to
2017. In this edition, we describe 33 precious metal (gold or silver) and four base metal
(brass) collector euro coins. The brass coins are all part of a new series entitled ‘Fauna
and flora in Slovakia’ All of the euro collector coins are legal tender only in Slovakia.
Also featured in this booklet are six €2 commemorative coins issued by the Bank be-
tween 2018 and 2022. These are legal tender throughout the euro area.

In 2021 the Bank extended its issuing activity by launching a new series of base metal
€5 collector coins. Until then, the only base metal euro coins that the Bank had issued
were €2 commemorative coins, which differ from normal €2 coins in having a com-
memorative design on the national side. The new €5 coins, which can be used only in
Slovakia, are all part of a series entitled ‘Fauna and flora in Slovakia’, which reflects the
Bank’s long-running support for nature conservation activities. With these coins, the
Bank wishes to draw attention to the diverse and remarkable species of animals living
in Slovakia and to their habitats, which are under constant threat from pollution and
heedless human activity. In each year of the series, two coins are issued, each featuring
a particular endangered species and thereby raising awareness about it among the pub-
lic. The Bank wants this series of coins to appeal to the public in general and children in
particular, not only to numismatists and collectors. Given their large mintage and low
denomination of €5, these coins are available to anyone who is interested in them.

To mark the 25th anniversary of the establishment of the Slovak Republic, in 2018 the
Bank issued its first ever €25 coin. What makes it unique is not only its denomination,
but also the fact that it is made of pure silver and weighs one troy ounce.

Each coin is the result of a process involving experts from various professions. The first
step is to choose the most appropriate design themes, taking into account proposals
put forward by Slovakia’s leading institutions in science, culture and education, as well
as by individuals. They are then assessed by a special advisory committee to Narodna
banka Slovenska, which consists of highly qualified experts drawn from specialist in-
stitutions including the Slovak Academy of Sciences, museums, universities, and the
Bank itself.

For the design of each euro collector or commemorative coin, the Bank runs a public
competition, with the designers’ identities kept anonymous from the competition
judges. The designs entered in the competitions are evaluated by a special committee
made up of medallists, heraldists, and experts from the Kremnica Mint and the Bank.
The committee is assisted in its task by people who are specialists in the theme fea-
tured on the coin. The committee judges the designs in terms of their artistry and con-
tent, and recommends the best of them to the Bank Board of Narodna banka Slovenska,
which then decides which design will be used for the coin.

The commemorative and collector euro coins shown in this publication were designed
by a total of fifteen coin designers in cooperation with the Kremnica Mint. Thanks to
them, as well as to the Mint’s artists and engravers and to other experts, we have these
exceptional coins whose high quality has attracted praise both at home and abroad.

Po pade komunistického rezimu v novembri 1989 sa otvoril pries-
tor na rokovania o zriadeni funkéného federalneho usporiadania
§tatu, ktoré by nahradilo dovtedajsiu formélnu federaciu. Ked sa
ani po volbach v roku 1992 nepodarilo néjst vzajomnt dohodu,
tak sa aj napriek odporu nezanedbatelnej Casti verejnosti v oboch
Castiach republiky zacali pripravovat kroky na vytvorenie dvoch
samostatnych Statov. Slovenska narodna rada prijala 17. jala 1992
Deklaraciu o zvrchovanosti Slovenskej republiky a nasledne 1. sep-
tembra 1992 schvalila Ustavu Slovenskej republiky. Proces konsti-
tuovania Slovakov ako moderného eurépskeho naroda vyvrcholil
1.januara 1993 vznikom samostatného statu - Slovenskej republiky.
Definitivne sa tak naplnili snahy narodnej emancipacie Slovakov.
Od prvych dni existencie Slovenskej republiky bolo potrebné riesit
zlozité ekonomické problémy vratane zavedenia novej meny, vybu-
dovania ekonomickych a politickych institicii a zakotvenia nového
§tatu na medzinarodnej scéne. Uz v roku svojho vzniku sa Slo-
venska republika stala ¢lenom Organizacie Spojenych narodov,
Rady Eurbépy a podpisala dohodu o pridruzeni k Eurépskym
spoloc¢enstvam. Neskor sa stala ¢lenom Organizacie pre hospodar-
sku spolupracu a rozvoj (2000), ¢lenom Eurdpskej tnie (200%4)
a ¢élenskou krajinou eurozény (2009).

The end of communist rule in Czechoslovakia in November 1989
opened the way for negotiations to establish a working federal state
to replace what up to then had been only a nominal federal state.
With no agreement in sight even after parliamentary elections in
1992, preparations began for dissolving the country into two sepa-
rate states. On 17 July 1992 the Slovak National Council adopted
the Declaration on the Sovereignty of the Slovak Republic and on
1 September 1992 it adopted the Constitution of the Slovak Repub-
lic. The process by which the Slovaks became a modern European
nation culminated on 1 January 1993 with the establishment of
an independent state - the Slovak Republic. The Slovak people
had finally achieved national emancipation. From the first days
of its existence Slovakia had to address complex economic issues
(including the introduction of a new currency), build up economic
and political institutions, and establish itself on the international
scene. In the year it was established, the Slovak Republic joined
the United Nations and the Council of Europe and it signed a Euro-
pean Association Agreement with the European Communities.
Since then, the country has joined the Organisation for Economic
Co-operation and Development (2000), the European Union (200%4)
and the euro area (2009).

Prichod solinskych bratov Konstantina a Metoda na Velkti Moravu
vroku 863 patri k najvyznamnej$im udalostiam nasich dejin.

The arrival of the Thessalonian brothers Constantine (later Cy-
ril) and Methodius to Great Moravia in 863 is among the most sig-
nificant events in Slovak history. The two missionaries understood
that a nation’s stature was determined by its culture and educa-
tion. Hence in their missionary activity they taught and wrote in
the vernacular Slavonic and translated the scriptures and liturgy
into the language. In 867, at the invitation of Pope Nicholas I, they
went to Rome to seek the establishment of an independent ecclesi-
astical province in Great Moravia. En route they stopped at Venice,
where Constantine defended the Slavonic liturgy before high-rank-
ing clergy who insisted that only Latin, Greek and Hebrew could
be liturgical languages. After arriving in Rome the two brothers
were received by Pope Nicholas’s successor, Pope Adrian II, who in
February or March 868 approved their Slavonic versions of the
liturgy and scripture and ordained Methodius and several of his
and Constantine’s seminarians as priests and deacons. The pope’s
approval of the Slavonic liturgy and scripture represented the ulti-
mate recognition that the brothers’ work could have received in the
then Christian Europe.

Adam FrantiSek Kollar (15. 4. 1718 - 10. 7. 1783), vzdelanec, polyglot,
pravny historik a dvorsky radca bol vynimoénou osobnostou ve-
deckého sveta znamou uz pocas svojho Zivota v celej Eurdpe. Po
studiach sa jeho posobiskom v roku 1748 stala Dvorska knizZnica
vo Viedni, kde bol pisarom, kustédom, vedtcim a od roku 1774 jej
riaditelom v hodnosti dvorského radcu. Pracu v kniZnici zameral
na rozs$irovanie jej fondov a ich katalogizaciu. Vypracoval $tvor-
zvazkovy systematicky kataldg teologickych tlaci, skompletizoval
avydal stpis rukopisnych kédexov. Jeho zasluhou vznikla vo Vied-
ni v roku 1778 Cisarsko-kralovska akadémia orientalnych jazykov.
Jeho filozofické a pravnické néazory su sucastou terezianskeho
osvietenstva. Bol osobnym poradcom panovnicky Marie Terézie
pre uhorské historicko-pravne, majetkovo-pravne a skolské zalezi-
tosti. Podielal sa aj na vypracovani skolskej reformy.

Adam FrantiSek Kollar (15 April 1718 - 10 July 1783) was a Slovak
scholar, polyglot and jurist who served as a councillor at the court
of Maria Theresa, the Austro-Hungarian Empress. He was known
throughout the Europe of his day as an outstanding figure of in-
tellectual life. After finishing his studies, he began work in 1748
as a scribe at the Imperial-Royal Library in Vienna, where he rose
through the ranks to become the library’s director and a court
councillor. His achievements at the library included enlarging
and cataloguing the institution’s collections, producing a four-vol-
ume systematic catalogue of theological texts, and completing and
publishing an inventory of codices. He oversaw the establishment
of the Imperial Royal Academy of Oriental Languages in 1778. His
philosophical and legal opinions contributed to Maria Theresa’s
reforms, and he was the monarch’s personal adviser on historical,
legal and educational issues in Hungary. He also participated in the
planning of educational reforms.

In the nineteenth century, the age of steam, the development of
steamboat transportation was seen also in the Austro-Hungarian
Empire. The first time a steamer sailed on the Danube River was in
1817. The Carolina, as she was named, was a wooden paddle steamer
built by Anton Bernhard (1779 - 1830) in Vienna. Measuring 15 me-
tres long, 3.5 metres wide and 2.3 metres high, and generating 24
horsepower, the Carolina was able to haul a load of 45 tonnes up-
stream. She was tested over a longer distance on 2 September 1818,
travelling in three hours from Vienna to Bratislava and mooring
on the quay near Coronation Mound (now Ludovit Stir Square).
The next day, according to the Pressburger Zeitung newspaper, the
Carolina put on a demonstration for curious onlookers by turn-
ing upstream and downstream several times, before moving on
downriver to Budapest. She sailed upriver from Budapest for the
first time on 16 September 1818 and, travelling only by day, reached
Komarno on 26 September 1818.

Dus8an Samuel Jurkovi¢ (23 August 1868 - 21 December 1947) was
one of the most important figures in the 20th-century Slovak ar-
chitecture. His many, diverse, and distinctive works became part
of the multifaceted evolution of Slovak modern architecture. At the
end of the 19th century Jurkovic¢ designed what are among the best-
known of his vernacular-inspired works: wooden buildings at Pus-
tevny near Radhost Mountain (Czech Republic). In 1928 he created
an iconic piece of modern architecture that fully realised his ideas
about monument design: the burial monument of Milan Rastislav
Stefanik at Bradlo (Slovakia). Jurkovi¢ proved his versatility by de-
signing numerous industrial buildings in the 1930s, including the
exceptional stations of the aerial tramway to the summit of Lomnic-
ky Peak in the High Tatras.

The late 1960s in Czechoslovakia saw the emergence of a society-
wide movement for democratisation of the communist regime.
The Soviet leadership monitored these developments with increas-
ing concern. In early August 1968 representatives of Warsaw Pact
countries met in Bratislava and signed the Bratislava Declaration,
which stated in part that “it was the common internationalist duty
of all socialist countries to protect and consolidate socialist gains”.
It was supposedly at this time that a ‘letter of invitation), giving an
appearance of legitimacy to the impending military intervention,
was passed to the Soviet leadership. On the night of 20-21 August
Czechoslovakia was invaded by armed forces from several War-
saw Pact countries. The invasion force included three hundred
thousand foreign soldiers and more than six thousand tanks and
combat vehicles. As a result of the invasion, the reform process was
stopped and the period of ‘normalisation’ began. The invasion of
Czechoslovakia shocked the world and triggered spontaneous civic
resistance that made headlines at home and abroad.

The independence of Czechoslovakia was proclaimed in Prague on
28 October 1918. Two days later, on 30 October 1918, Slovak leaders
re-established the Slovak National Council in Martin and issued a
declaration expressing their intention to be part of the new coun-
try. The Czechoslovak Republic came into being thanks largely to
leading Czech and Slovak political dissidents, at home and abroad,
and their activities in the Czech and Slovak lands during the First
World War. The key figures were Tomas Garrigue Masaryk, who be-
came the country’s first president, and his two closest collaborators,
Milan Rastislav Stefanik and Edvard Bene$. The establishment
of the Czechoslovak Republic is one of the most significant mile-
stones in Slovakia’s history. After decades of subjugation within
Hungary, Slovaks had the opportunity to fully develop their nation-
hood, which eventually enabled them to become a modern Euro-
pean nation.

In 1536, after the occupation of vast parts of the Hungarian king-
dom by the Ottomans, Bratislava (then Pressburg) became the new
capital of the Kingdom of Hungary and it also served as the coro-
nation city. Between 1563 and 1830, eleven Hungarian rulers were
crowned there. This status led to intensive development in the city.
Ferdinand II became the fourth ruler from the House of Habsburg
to hold his coronation ceremony here on 1 July 1618. The elite of the
aristocracy and clergy met in the metropolis on the River Danube
and the city held spectacular celebrations, processions and feasts
that culminated on the day of the coronation. Ferdinand II (1578 -
1637) was one of the most prominent figures in 17th-century Eur-
ope. Besides the Hungarian royal title, he was also the Czech king
and the Holy Roman Emperor. He played a significant role in the
re-Catholicisation of Central Europe.

Slovakia adopted the euro as its currency on 1 January 2009 and
so became the sixteenth member of the euro area. The euro intro-
duction marked the culmination of the country’s integration into
the European Union, which began in 2004 with EU accession and
continued in 2007 when Slovakia joined the Schengen Area. These
steps in the integration process brought Slovakia and its citizens
many benefits, in particular free movement of people, goods, ser-
vices and capital. The euro is seen as a stable currency that makes
cross-border payments easier and cheaper, supports price aware-
ness, and attracts new foreign investors. At the same time, it allows
people to travel to euro area countries and several other European
countries without having to exchange national currencies. The
euro currency consists of seven banknote and eight coin denomi-
nations. Each banknote denomination has a uniform design, while
the euro coins have one common side and one national side, with
each euro area country having its own national design.

Milan Rastislav Stefanik (21 July 1880 - 4 May 1919) is one of the
most important figures in Slovak history. After attending a number
of schools, he studied astronomy at Charles University in Prague,
where in 1904 he graduated with a doctorate. He worked as an as-
tronomer at the Paris-Meudon Observatory in France and took part
in many scientific expeditions while working there. In 1912 he ac-
quired French citizenship. After being conscripted at the start of
the First World War, he voluntarily enrolled in aviation training in
1915. As a pilot, he flew both surveillance and combat flights and
was a pioneer in military meteorology. In June 1918 Stefanik was
promoted to the rank of brigadier general following his central role
in building up the Czechoslovak Legions. He also achieved success
as a diplomat. He promoted the idea of breaking up the Habsburg
Empire and establishing an independent Czechoslovak state to
journalists, politicians, and diplomats in France, Italy, Russia, Ro-
mania, the United States and in Siberia. Together with Tomas Garri-
gue Masaryk and Edvard Benes, he was one of the leading members
of the foreign-based resistance movement known as the Czechoslo-
vak National Council, which was instrumental in establishing the
first Czechoslovak Republic. Stefanik died on 4 May 1919 when the
Caproni Ca.33 biplane in which he was flying back to his liberated
homeland crashed near Ivanka pri Dunaji, close to Bratislava. He
was buried on Bradlo Hill, where a memorial designed by Du$an
Samuel Jurkovi¢ was later built and became a symbol of the desire
and struggle for freedom.

Michal Bosdk (10 December 1869 - 18 February 1937) was a US banker
born in the Saris region of what is now Slovakia and was one of the
most significant figures in the Slovak-American community. After
arriving in the United States, he engaged in various business activi-
ties that enabled him to found the Michael Bosak Private Bank in
Olyphant, Pennsylvania. He also supported the establishment of
other banks and institutions in Pennsylvania. Alongside his busi-
ness activities, Bosak was involved in supporting the American-Slo-
vak community and was a signatory of the Pittsburgh Agreement.
After the end of the First World War and the establishment of
Czechoslovakia, Bosdk made several visits to the nationally eman-
cipated Slovakia and gave financial support to several projects. In
1920 he founded the American-Slovak Bank in Bratislava, which
gradually expanded to include a total of 12 branches across Czecho-
slovakia, including one in Prague. In Presov, he had a showpiece of-
fice built for the bank and the building is today known as Bosak’s
Bank.

Alexander Rudnay (4 October 1760 - 13 September 1831) was or-
dained a priest in Trnava in October 1783. He subsequently served
briefly as a chaplain in the nearby village of Cast4, and then as a
parish priest, including a stint in KruSovce beginning in 1789. Af-
terwards, he assumed a series of significant positions within the
church administration. The circumstances of the time were favour-
able for his rise in the ecclesiastical hierarchy, and in 1815 he was
consecrated a bishop and appointed ordinary of Transylvania. In
1819 he was made Archbishop of Esztergom and Primate of Hun-
gary. In 1826 Pope Leo XII named him a cardinal in pectore, and in
1828 the appointment was made public. Among his other activities,
Cardinal Rudnay oversaw the start of the construction of Eszter-
gom Basilica in 1822, supported Juraj Palkovic’s translation of the
Bible into Slovak and promoted Bernolak’s group and the Slovak
national movement. He led the way for others of Slovak origin to
assume significant positions in the Church in the then Upper Hun-
gary, and for the use of Slovak in religious ceremonies and religious
education in that region.

Mojmir I was the first known ruler of the Moravian Slavs and ep-
onym of the House of Mojmir. It is not known when he was born,
nor when he became ruler. By AD 831, however, he was clearly al-
ready using his power to Christianise the Principality of Moravia,
since in that year he, his family and entourage members, and oth-
er leading Moravians were baptised by Bishop Reginhar of Passau.
Mojmir’s principality was bordered on the east by the Principality
of Nitra, ruled by Pribina. In 833 Mojmir drove Pribina from Nitra
and annexed Pribina’s lands to Moravia. Mojmir thus consolidated
his power and used it to support the process of Christianisation in
both societies. This was a key development in the societies’ transi-
tion from pre-state entities to a single state with an absolute ruler.
Great Moravia was the first state in the history of the Slovak nation.
Mojmir’s reign ended with his death in 846.

The Slovak National Theatre (SND) was established in 1920 and
played an important role in supporting the objectives of the then
recently established Czechoslovak Republic. Putting together Slo-
vakia’s first permanent professional theatre was a demanding pro-
cess, given not only the noticeable shortage of professional per-
forming artists, but also the lack of clarity about the cultural and
social objectives that the SND was supposed to meet. The perfor-
mances putonbythe SNDinits early years were mostly inthe Czech
language, but with a new generation of Slovak performers coming
through, an increasing number of productions were in Slovak. To-
day, the SND’s companies perform at the theatre’s New Building
and also at its original venue: a building in central Bratislava built
in 1886 to a design by the renowned Viennese architectural studio
Fellner & Helmer (known originally as the City Theatre and now as
the SND Historical Building). Starting out against the backdrop of
the Germanic-Hungarian theatrical scene, the SND’s further evolu-
tion reflected the effects of several regime changes on the composi-
tion of its casts and audiences.

Andrej Sladkovi¢ (31 March 1820 - 20 April 1872), born as Andrej
Braxatoris, was a major Slovak romantic poet, literary critic and
translator, who belonged to the ‘Sttirovci’ (the generation of Slovak
intelligentsia around I'udovit Sttr). Among his first works were the
philosophical, reflective poem Sévety v rodine Dusanovej (Talks
in Du$an’s family). One of the high points of his oeuvre is the long
poem Marina, which brings together elements of amorous and
reflective lyrical poetry and stands as one of the most impressive
works of Slovak poetry. With his lyrical epic poem Detvan, Slad-
kovic responded to contemporary demand for poetry with a patri-
otic focus. This work and Marina together constitute the pinnacle
of his poetic output. Sladkovi¢ was involved in the organisation of
the Slovak National Assembly in Martin (1861) and was a founding
member of Matica slovenska, a nationwide Slovak cultural institu-
tion established in 1863. Through his organisational activity, liter-
ary criticism, and own works (especially those of a topical or pa-
triotic nature) Sladkovi¢ had a significant and enduring impact on
Slovak cultural life.

Maximilian Hell (1720 - 1792) was a Jesuit Catholic priest, as-
tronomer,and mathematician. Through his scientific and pedagogi-
cal activities and publications, he became a pioneer of modern as-
tronomy in the Habsburg Monarchy. His scientific career began in
1745 when he was invited to assist Joseph Franz at the Jesuit obser-
vatory in Vienna and started teaching astronomy at Vienna Univer-
sity. In 1755 he was appointed Director of the Imperial Observatory
of Vienna and held the post until his death in 1792. Besides his work
at the Observatory and University, he also published many works
and helped establish observatories in Trnava, Kluz, Budin, and
Eger. Hell gained an international reputation with the publication
of his astronomical tables Ephemerides astronomicae ad meridi-
anum Vindobonemsem (“Ephemerides for the Meridian of Vienna”),
which he edited from 1757 and which continued to be published un-
til 1807. Hell was a member of several learned societies, including
the British Royal Society, of which he was made a Fellow in 1790.

Stefan Bani¢ (23 November 1870 - 2 January 1941) was a Slovak
designer and inventor. In 1907 he emigrated to the United States,
where in Pennsylvania he worked first as a miner and then at a
quarry. It was only after joining an engineering works that he
demonstrated his innovative talent. In 1912 he witnessed a fatal
plane crash, which prompted him to explore ways of improving
pilot safety. He came up with a novel parachute design, a kind of
umbrella attached to the body. After Bani¢ had demonstrated the
parachute, the Patent Office in Washington DC granted him a patent
for the design on 25 August 1914, thus giving him the right to pro-
duce, use and sell the invention in the United States. The US Army
bought the patent, but never actually used this type of parachute. In
recognition of his invention, Bani¢ was made an honorary member
of the US Air Force. It is claimed that Bani¢’s parachute was used in
the First World War by pilots of the La Fayette Escadrille, a US unit
under French command. Bani¢ eventually returned to Czechoslo-
vakia, where he worked at a quarry as a blasting engineer. He also
developed his interests in fruit-growing and caving, and in 1930 he
was part of the team that made the first exploration of Driny Cave in
western Slovakia. He did not continue his inventing career.

Before he died, Svdatopluk I, ruler of Great Moravia, divided the
governance of the country between two of his sons. The younger
of them, Svatopluk II, most likely became Prince of Nitra. He was
subordinated to his older brother, Mojmir II (894 - 906), ruler of
Great Moravia. Svdtopluk II, who was supported by Aribo, the mar-
grave of the Bavarian Eastern March, rebelled against his brother
in 898. The Holy Roman Emperor, Arnulf of Carinthia, ordered the
margrave Aribo and the margrave Liutpold, who administered the
Bavarian Nordgau and Carinthia, to come to the aid of Svatopluk II.
The large Bavarian forces of Liutpold and Aribo pillaged the territo-
ry of Great Moravia. In 899 the Bavarians embarked on a further de-
structive incursion into Great Moravia, but they could not prevent
the defeat of Svdatopluk II. He was imprisoned by Mojmir II in one
of his castles, until eventually being freed by Bavarian forces on a
third incursion. Svatopluk II was Prince of Nitra for less than five
years (894 - 899), with the Great Moravian state managing to over-
come his 898-9 rebellion.

Janko Matui§ka (10 January 1821-11 January 1877) was a poet belong-
ing to the ‘Sttrovci’ (the generation of Slovak intelligentsia around
Ludovit Stir). He was born into a landowning family in Orava, a re-
gion in the north of what is now Slovakia. During his studies at the
Lutheran Lyceum in Pressburg (now Bratislava), he supported the
activities of Stiir’s group. He wrote poems, but was also attracted by
historical topics, ballads, verse legends, and drama. He is famous
for writing the lyrics of a song that became the Slovak national an-
them in the 20th century. He wrote them out of indignation at the
dismissal of I'udovit Stdr from a teaching position at the Lyceum.
After his studies, he worked as a civil servant in his native Orava.
From 1851 to 1870 he worked in government offices, before becom-
ing Clerk of the County Court in Dolny Kubin. Matti§ka was a local
organiser of the 1848/49 Revolution, and in 1849 he had to hide in
the mountains, where he fell ill. In later life he was forced to retire
because of health problems, suffering from them until his death.
His literary works, although modest in number, belong to the canon
of Slovak romantic literature.

The Slovak Teachers’ Choir (Spevacky zbor slovenskych ucitelov -
SZSU) is a Slovakia-based male teachers’ choir that enjoys a high
reputation both at home and abroad. Its establishment was linked
with the town of Trenc¢in and with names such as Gabriel Valocky
and Milo$ Ruppeldt. Since 3 March 1921, the choir has been a fine ex-
ponent of the artistic aspiration captured in the motto of M. Razus:
“To inspire love for the nation through singing”. The choir sings
folk, patriotic and sacral songs and has given thousands of per-
formances. Its tenor and bass singing have been honed by its con-
ductors, including M. Ruppeldt, J. Strelec, J. Valach, J. Haluzicky,

Around the town of Kremnica, miners have for centuries been
drawing out natural treasures from the earth. The need to find
a symbiosis between mining activity and water, which for miners
is a good servant but bad master, gave rise to electricity generation,
something we take for granted today. Located in spaces at the level
of Kremnica’s Main Hereditary Adit, 245 metres below ground, an
underground hydroelectric plant has since 1921 been transforming
strong flowing water into electrical energy. It is a major feat of tech-
nical prowess. The length of the adit between shaft IV at Kremnica
and its outlet at the Hron River is 11 km. The elevation over that dis-
tance is only 5.5 metres, and in places the water seems to flow into
the hill. Shaft IV is today the only operational shaft at this location.
The shaft, engine room, and hoist still operate in their original con-
dition. With water flowing in at a rate of 1200 litres per second, the
plant has a generating capacity of 2.16 MW. With such plants being
rare in Europe, the underground hydroelectric plant in Kremnica
has been designated a Slovak national cultural heritage site. Its op-
erator, the mining company Kremnicka banské spolo¢nost, s.r.o.,
aims to maintain the plant’s uniqueness and beauty, just as we have
inherited it.

The Deméanovska Cave of Liberty is part of the Demédnovska Cave
System, which is more than 41 km long. The cave system is no-
table for a diversity of flowstone structures that come in a plethora
of shapes and sizes and feature an interplay of colours and hues.
There are imposing, corridor-linked halls and domes, as well as
the Demadnovka Stream which formed the whole cave system. The
Demaédnovska Cave of Liberty is one of the most beautiful caves in
Slovakia. It was discovered in August 1921 by a Moravian teach-
er called Alois Kral, who entered it via a ponor of the Demanovka
Stream. He found an impressive watercourse and a magnificent
array of spaces and flowstone decorations, which led to the cave
originally being named the ‘Temple of Liberty’ Life in the cave re-
flects the presence and quality of water. Largely because of their
importance as a waterfowl biotope and underground wetland, the
Demadnovska Cave of Liberty and other caves of the Demadnovska
Valley are included in the List of Wetlands of International Impor-
tance under the Convention on Wetlands. The coin design harks
back to the cave’s discovery by portraying a mattock and carbide
lamp - tools used to penetrate the cave’s darkness for the first time.

There are myriad peaks and mountain ranges on the earth, but
only 14 of them are more than 8 000 metres in height above sea lev-
el, all located in the Himalayan and Karakoram mountain ranges
in Asia. It was there, a century ago, that expeditions from different
nations began competing to be the first to conquer the eight-thou-
sanders. In 1950 French climbers made the first conquest - Anna-
purna (8 091 m) - and in 1964 Chinese climbers summited the last
unclimbed eight-thousander, Shishapangma (8 013 m). For geopo-
litical reasons, Czech and Slovak climbers were unable to take part
inthisrace.In 1969, during a lull in political tensions, Slovak moun-
taineer Ivan Galfy managed to organise the ‘Tatra Expedition to the
Himalayas’ with the goal of climbing Nanga Parbat (8 125 m). The
expedition, however, did not achieve its objective. Two years later,
the undeterred Galfy put together another expedition consisting
of 16 climbers, mostly from Slovakia. From May 1971 they worked
tirelessly on preparing an ascent route, again via the Rakhiot Flank,
and then on 11 July 1971 four climbers set out on the final ascent
from the highest camp, at 7600 m. Only two of them - Ivan Fialaand
Michal Orolin - reached the main summit of Nanga Parbat. Their
success triggered a wave of joy in Czechoslovakia, especially among
the Slovak public, which reverberated for several years to come.

The honeybee is a distinctive member of the Apidae family. In Slo-
vakia, these bees are the only ones bred in hives, producing for us
not only precious honey, but also pollen, beeswax, venom, royal
jelly, and propolis used in medicine. Honeybees are also unique in
that they survive the winter as a colony, maintaining a continuous
life cycle. Hence in early spring they are already acting as important
pollinators of agricultural crops and other vegetation. Bees must
visit flowering plants in order to collect their two essential sources
of nutrition: nectar, a sugar-rich source of the energy they need
to fly and survive the winter; and pollen, a protein-rich substance
that they use as nutrition during their stages of development. Bees
are a social insect, notable for their division of labour, communal
care of their young, and ability to survive unfavourable periods by
thermoregulating the colony and building up stores. The coin de-
sign depicts what for humans is the most important activity of bees
- pollination - and at the same time shows the bee as a symbol of
diligence and industry.

During the Middle Stone Age (Mesolith-
ic), wolves began living in the vicinity of prehistoric hunters’
settlements and fed off meat leftovers. Wolves are found in various
northern hemisphere habitats and are the second most wide-
spread mammal on earth, after humans. They are a social animal,
and their packs typically have between five and seven members.
Weighing between 30 and 70 kg, wolves are classified as large
carnivores. They have exceptional senses of smell, sight (night vi-
sion)and hearing, which they use to prey mainly on large ungulates.
The way that wolves relentlessly run down their prey is captured
by a Russian saying: “The wolf is kept fed by its feet”. This way of
hunting was well applied in the forest-steppe environment where
wolves evolved. Their pack structure allows wolves to hunt prey
that are several times larger than themselves (such as red deer and
elk) and to raise, on average, between four and ten pups each year.
Food from the kill is shared between all members of the pack. All

The fujarais a unique woodwind folk instrument that originated in
Slovakia. Featuring an exceptionally long tube and three tone holes,
the fujara was traditionally played mainly by Slovak shepherds, but
it also appeared at more formal occasions of celebration or mourn-
ing. The body of the fujara consists of two interconnected parts:
a main tube (typically between 160 and 200 cm long) and a small-
er parallel tube (50-80 cm long). The instrument is often decorated
with plant motifs or with the traditional ribbon pattern preserved
mainly in bobbin laces from the Podpolanie region. Besides stand-
ard-sized fujaras, there are also mini-fujaras and double fujaras,
each reflecting unique attributes of their maker and player. Fuja-
ra music is notable for its deep tones emitted by its lower register
and for very high overtones made possible by the length of the
instrument. Fujara players traditionally intersperse their playing
with singing. The fujara has appeared in the works of composers
such as Svetozar Strac¢ina. This instrument and its music represent
a special part of the intangible cultural heritage of both Slovakia
and humanity as a whole.

Alexander Dubcek (27. November 1921 - 7. November 1992) is
one of the most significant figures of modern Slovak history,
recognized at home and abroad as a democrat and European.
For almost 16 months from 1968 to 1969 he was leader of the
Communist Party of Czechoslovakia (KSC). His name is syn-
onymous with the 1968 Prague Spring and the unsuccessful at-
tempt to establish “socialism with a human face” in Czechoslo-
vakia. After his expulsion from the Communist Party, he spent the
twenty-year period of normalisation under tight surveillance, be-
fore returning to domestic and European politics when the Cold
War ended. His value system remained centred on humanity, social
justice, patriotism and democracy. A notable milestone in his per-
sonal life came in November 1988, when one of the oldest univer-
sities in the world - Bologna University in Italy - awarded him an
honorary doctorate. Thisrepresented a high tribute not only to him,
but to the entire reform and democratic movement in Czechoslo-
vakia. In his acceptance speech for the award, Dubcek voiced his
support for the creation of a “common European home”, which af-
firmed his stature as a European statesman. He was consistent in
promoting a platform of democratic socialism and social justice in
a context of pluralistic civic society.

Janko Kral (24 April 1822 - 23 May 1876) was a Slovak poet and
a leading figure of Slavic Romantic poetry. He wrote ballads and
epics, extending the genre with his reflections on himself, the world
and current events, as well as with affecting descriptions of nature.
Born in Liptovsky Mikulas, Slovakia, Kral studied at the Lutheran
Lyceum in Pressburg (now Bratislava) and while there became one
of the most radical poets of the ‘Cudovit Stir generation’. He wel-
comed and extolled the 1848 revolution, in which he acted as an agi-
tator and was imprisoned for doing so. Subsequently, he worked
as a civil servant, and although he would from time to time come
out with a new work, and occasionally be published, he no longer
engaged in political activity. Besides experiencing major revolu-
tionary events of 1848 and 1849, he was present at two key events
that took place in Turciansky Svaty Martin in the early 1860s: the
adoption of the Memorandum of the Slovak Nation by the Slovak
National Assembly, and the founding general meeting of Matica
Slovenska. In his poetry, Kral captured all these events from the
perspective of his direct personal experience. His works, scattered
as they were across various magazines of the period, would not be
anthologised until after his death. Literary science ranks Janko
Kral as one of the most important European Romantic poets.

Ludmila Podjavorinskd was a pen name of Ludmila Riznerova
(26 April 1872 - 2 March 1951), whose writings extolled her native
region below Velka Javorina hill. She is regarded as one of the most
significant Slovak women writers and as the founder of modern
Slovak literature for children and young people. She wrote poems,
epic verse and recollective, non-moralising prose. She employed
humour in her work and wrote magical stories about animals and
people. Besides establishing a substantial oeuvre of children’s lit-
erature, she engaged herself in major issues of the time. These in-
cluded women’s issues, in particular the effort to give women a
greater role in building up the new Czechoslovak Republic and its
institutions. She worked at the Nové Mesto nad Vahom office of the
Matica slovenska cultural organisation, where she served as a com-
mittee member in the Literary History Department. She also played
an active role in the establishment of memorials to the Slovak na-
tion-builders of the Stdr generation. In 1947 she was awarded the
title of National Artist.

Just as the Tatras are a symbol of Slovakia, so the chamois is a sym-
bol of the Tatras. The Tatra mountain ranges are among the world’s
smallest alpine ranges and are clearly well suited to be a safe habi-
tat for the remarkable chamois. It is not by chance that the Tatra
national parks of both Slovakia and Poland feature the chamois
in their logos. The Tatras’ deep valleys, rocky ridges, sharp peaks
and mountain lakes have been the cradle and grave of chamois for
millennia. The Tatra chamois is one of a few living links to the last
ice age, its population being what experts call a ‘glacial relict’ The
chamoislive in herds with a social way of life. Some herds comprise
more than 50 individuals. The total population of chamois on the
Slovak and Polish sides of the Tatras currently numbers around
1,400. The Tatra chamois, or Rupicapra rupicapra tatrica, was clas-
sified as a separate subspecies in 1971 (by Mili¢ Blahout). In Slo-
vakia, pure Tatra chamois are found only in the High Tatras, West-
ern Tatras and Belianske Tatras. The chamois are a cultural trea-
sure, a symbol of both the Tatras and Slovakia as a whole. It is of the
utmost importance to keep their Tatra habitats as undisturbed as
possible and to behave responsibly and respectfully when present
there.

Like many mountain areas in Slovakia, Kysuce region has been
shaped by humans over the course of time. Vlach, Goral and Ko-
panice settlers left the greatest mark on the region, causing a sig-
nificant shift in the balance between its forested and unforested
parts. The region is characterised by a mosaic of forests, pastures,
terraced fields, and scattered homesteads with typical wooden cot-
tages. Human agricultural activities enabled the secondary emer-
gence of botanically interesting plant communities. The originally
forested Kysuce region thus became more biodiverse and now fea-
tures fauna and flora typical of mires, fens, pastures and meadows.
The cool local climate and oceanic climatic effects have resulted
in the presence of several rare subatlantic plants, at the eastern-
most fringe of their range. Kysuce Protected Landscape Area also
has marginal populations of large predators and certain rare and
protected animals. Bubbling streams, fragrant forests and plants,
meadow colours, charming wooden cottages, and the howling of
the wolf: Kysuce has them all.

Until the latter part of the 17th century, no man could become king
of Hungary without being elected by the Diet of Hungary. A ruler
who wanted his son to succeed him had to persuade the nobles
of the Diet to elect and crown his heir. Following the coronation,
the country would have two kings: the reigning father and the son
who would rule only after his father’s death. King Maximilian thus
secured the crown for his eldest son, Rudolf, who was crowned in
Pressburg (now Bratislava) on 25 September 1572 and became the de
facto ruler in 1576. Rudolf was also Holy Roman Emperor and king
of Bohemia. He stayed in Hungary only exceptionally, having opted
to move his court and the Hungarian crown to Prague. He reigned
during a period marked by Ottoman expansion from the south and
by an uprising of the nobility related to Protestant demands for
more religious freedom. In 1608 Rudolf relinquished the Hungarian
crown and throne to his younger brother, Matthias.

Because Skalica occupied a strategic position on the western bor-
der of the Hungarian Kingdom, close to vital trade routes, and be-
cause he needed to strengthen his kingdom’s north-west defences,
King Louis I of Hungary granted Skalica the rights of a free royal
town. The document by which he conferred this status is dated
6 October 1372 and was issued in Trnava. Although the original
document was not preserved - we know about it only from a tran-
scription - its major historical importance for the future develop-
ment of the town can still be seen today. Skalica gained the right
and duty to build defensive fortifications, and its citizens enjoyed
amoratorium on tax and fee payments until the fortifications were
completed. Goods from the town were exempted from duty and toll
charges throughout the kingdom. The town was granted the right
to hold weekly and annual markets, as well as all the other privi-
leges usually conferred on free royal towns. Thanks to these advan-
tages, and other privileges granted later by Emperor Sigismund of
Luxembourg and his successors, Skalica became a hub of economic,
cultural and spiritual life in the broader local region.

‘The tiger of our forests), ‘the phantom’: these are names that have
been given to Slovakia’s largest wild cat, the Eurasian lynx (Lynx
lynx). As an adult, the male weighs 24 kg on average and the female
around 4 kg less. In the wild, the lynx can live for up to 17 years.
The lynx’s particularly typical and unmistakeable features include
tufts of hair on its ears, a black-spotted coat, and bobbed tail. It
has excellent eyesight (as referenced in the second part of its Slo-
vak name ‘rys ostrovid’) and superb hearing, but a less developed
sense of smell. Generally living and hunting individually, the lynx
is agile and can jump well and far. The lynx is in fact a very shy
animal that never attacks humans. In the past, the lynx was hunted
by the nobility for its valuable pelt and its claws were used in folk
medicine. It used to be severely persecuted and was almost hunted
out of the territory of what is now Slovakia, surviving until today
only in small numbers in the central northern part and in the East-
ern Carpathians. Since 1999 the lynx has had year-round protect-
ed status in Slovakia. As well as being a treasure of the country’s
natural heritage, lynxes in Slovakia are also a source population for
efforts to strengthen the species’ presence in other European coun-
tries.

The town and municipality of Kovacica is a significant centre of
Slovak life in Serbia. It is a world-renowned centre of Slovak naive
art, and its inhabitants provide an example and model of the pres-
ervation of Slovak traditions, culture and consciousness beyond
the borders of Slovakia. In 1802, following the end of Ottoman rule
in Serbia, migrants from Slovakia started to settle in the wasteland
area of Kovacica, some 60 km north of Belgrade. The community’s
Lutheran faith has been one of the important factors in preserving
its Slovak consciousness up to the present day. The local Luther-
an church’s tower, built to a design by the noted architect Milan
Harminc, stands today as a symbol of Kovacica. It was already a
symbol of Slovak identity back in 1907, when the church, under the
pastorship of Jan Caplovié, became a centre of a protest in defence
of the right to use the Slovak language. This culminated in a well-
known trial in Kovacica. Several significant figures of the Slovak
diaspora were born and lived in Kovacica. Notable among them
was Dr Janko Bulik, the founder and first chairman of the Yugoslav
branch of the Slovak cultural organisation Matica slovenska and a
key figure of the anti-fascist resistance in the period of the wartime
Slovak state.

The Velvet Revolution of November 1989 ended Communist rule in
Czechoslovakia and opened the way to socio-economic reforms. It
also produced a federal constitutional arrangement which, owing
to political differences between the leaderships of its Czech and
Slovak parts, resulted in an agreement to partition the country into
two separate republics. The establishment of an independent Slo-
vak Republic on 1 January 1993 marked the culmination of efforts
to establish a modern Slovak nation and the fulfilment of nation-
al emancipation. The new republic joined the community of inde-
pendent democratic states and affirmed its intention to develop
cooperation with them. In the year it was established, the Slovak
Republic joined the United Nations and the Council of Europe and
it signed a European Association Agreement with the European
Communities. Since then, the country has joined the Organisation
for Economic Co-operation and Development (2000), the European
Union (2004) and the euro area (2009). The Slovak Republic is cur-
rently one of Europe’s most rapidly developing countries.

100th anniversary of the death of
Milan Rastislav Stefanik

Milan Rastislav Stefanik (21 July 1880 - 4 May 1919) was a scientist,
military pilot,diplomat and Minister of War for Czechoslovakia,and
is one of the most important figures in Slovak history. He worked as
an astronomer at the Paris-Meudon Observatory in France and took
part in many scientific expeditions while working there. In 1912 he
acquired French citizenship. After being conscripted at the start of
the First World War, he voluntarily enrolled in aviation training in
1915. As a pilot, he flew both surveillance and combat flights and
was a pioneer in military meteorology. In June 1918 Stefanik was
promoted to the rank of brigadier general following his central role
in building up the Czechoslovak Legions. He also achieved success
as a diplomat, drawing attention to the difficult position of Slovaks
in the then Kingdom of Hungary and winning over foreign states-
men to the idea of a common state for Czechs and Slovaks. Together
with Tomas Garrigue Masaryk and Edvard Bene§, he was one of the
leading members of the foreign-based resistance movement known
as the Czechoslovak National Council, which was instrumental in
establishing the first Czechoslovak Republic.

The Slovak Republic joined the Organisation for Economic Co-op-
eration and Development (OECD) on 14 December 2000. The OECD
is a respected and influential organisation in which OECD experts
and national delegations - representing the governments of OECD
member countries - work together in evaluating various aspects of
national and global sectoral policies in order to support the devel-
opment of global standards and broad economic growth. For Slo-
vakia, admission to a club of the world’s most economically devel-
oped countries was not only a matter of economic and political
prestige, it was also an opportunity to engage in international co-
operation and to advance the country’s transformation en route to
EU accession. In 2019 the OECD’s annual Ministerial Council Meet-
ing (MCM) was chaired by Slovakia for the first time. Held on 22-23
May under the title ‘Harnessing digital transition for sustainable
development: opportunities and challenges’, the successful event
focused on some of the latest socioeconomic trends. In 2020 Slo-
vakia marks the 20th anniversary of its OECD accession, and this
commemorative coin is a reminder of the importance of that mem-
bership and the results accruing from it.

Alexander Dubéek (27. November 1921 - 7. November 1992) is one of
the most significant figures of modern Slovak history, recognised at
home and abroad as a democrat and European. He was leader of the
Communist Party of Czechoslovakia (KSC) for almost 16 months
from 1968 to 1969. His name is synonymous with the 1968 Prague
Spring and the unsuccessful attempt to establish ‘socialism with
a human face’in Czechoslovakia. After his expulsion from the Com-
munist Party, he spent the twenty-year period of normalisation
under tight surveillance, before returning to domestic and Euro-
pean politics when the Cold War ended. His value system remained
centred on humanity, social justice, patriotism and democracy.
A notable milestone in his personal life came in November 1988,
when one of the oldest universities in the world - Bologna Univer-
sity in Italy - awarded him an honorary doctorate. This represent-
ed a high tribute not only to him, but to the entire reform and de-
mocratic movement in Czechoslovakia. In his acceptance speech
for the award, Dubcek voiced his support for the creation of
a ‘common European home’, which affirmed his stature as a Euro-
pean statesman. He was consistent in promoting a platform of
democratic socialism and social justice in a context of pluralistic
civic society.

Established in 1987, the Erasmus Programme is a European Union
initiative that supports cross-border mobility of higher education
students and teachers across Europe, as well as cooperation in high-
er education. The programme is named after Erasmus of Rotterdam,
a major Dutch philosopher of the Renaissance humanist period.
From 1995 to 2007 it was part of the Socrates Programme, and from
2007 to 2013, the Lifelong Learning Programme. Since January 2014
it has continued under the name Erasmus+. The programme is one
of the most significant EU initiatives and a real European success
story. In its Erasmus+ incarnation, it brings together seven exist-
ing EU programmes for the education and training of young peo-
ple, including support for sport. Compared with previous versions
of the programme, Erasmus+ has simpler rules for participation
and funding. More than ten million students have benefited from
Erasmus since its establishment. Today, there are over 4,000 higher
education institutions across 33 European countries participating
in the programme, making it the EU’s most successful programme.

Precious metal mining in medieval Slovakia resulted in mines
penetrating gradually deeper into the earth. Eventually, howev-
er, they encountered a serious problem: groundwater. Draining it
represented a considerable technical challenge and, even more so,
an economic burden. In 1712 English inventor Thomas Newcomen
unveiled his revolutionary atmospheric steam engine for drain-
ing mines, nicknamed the ‘fire engine’ In 1720 Viennese architect
Joseph Emanuel Fischer brought English engineer Isaac Potter to
the Habsburg Empire. The Court Chamber in Vienna, which was
responsible for the administration of mines in the empire, signed
a contract with Potter under which he would construct a Newcom-
en-type atmospheric steam engine in the Althandel shaft of a mine
at Nova Baria, a small town in what is now Slovakia. The engine took
Potter 17 months to build, but after being put into operation, it was
prone to breaking down. To solve the problem, Potter and the archi-
tect Fischer added a second rocking beam above the original. Of the
six Newcomen-type engines that were used in the territory of pre-
sent-day Slovakia, Potter built only one. The last was built by Jozef
Karol Hell in 1758 and marked the end of their era in Slovakia.
